On Forgiveness 

 

Let’s have a simple recall and 

reflection exercise. Which line in 

the Lord’s Prayer summons us 

to forgive? I’m sure you correctly answered, 

"Forgive us our sins as we forgive those who 

sinned against us." This part of the prayer 

emphasizes the connection between seeking 

forgiveness from God for our own sins and our 

willingness to forgive others who have wronged 

us. It underscores the reciprocal nature of 

forgiveness. Thus, it is indubitable that 

forgiveness is one of the main themes in Jesus’ 

teaching and healing ministry. 

 

In today’s Gospel reading, Jesus teaches a 

parable to instill the importance of forgiveness 

(Mt. 18:21-35). Simon Peter asks Jesus how 

many times he should forgive someone who 

sins against him, suggesting the common 

Jewish practice of forgiving up to three times. 

But, Jesus accentuates a much greater degree 

of forgiveness—seventy-seven times or 

sometimes translated as "seventy times seven," 

essentially meaning forgiveness is limitless. 

Furthermore, Jesus tells the parable of the 

unforgiving servant to illustrate His message. In 

the story, the servant owed an enormous debt 

to his master, which he couldn't repay. The 

master, out of compassion, forgives the entire 

debt. Nevertheless, when the same servant 

encounters a fellow servant who owed him a 

comparatively small amount, he refuses to 

show mercy and has the debtor thrown into 

prison. When the master learns of this, he 

condemns the unforgiving servant for not 

extending the same mercy that he had received.  

 

The Gospel clearly emphasizes the importance 

of mercy, compassion, and the 

interconnectedness of our relationship with God 

and our relationships with others. It highlights 

the principle that forgiveness should flow both 

ways: from God to us and from us to others. It 

encourages believers to examine their hearts 

and attitudes toward forgiveness, recognizing 

that receiving God's forgiveness should 

motivate us to be forgiving in our interactions 

with others. Additionally, the Catechism of the 

Catholic Church teaches that in refusing to 

forgive others, our hearts are closed and 

hardened making them impervious to the 

Father’s merciful love. (CCC 2840) 

 

Now, let me ask you a personal question. Are 

you a forgiving person? I know the answer 

cannot be a simple yes or no because 

forgiveness can be difficult for diverse reasons 

and situations. Forgiveness is a profound 

personal process and is not always easy to 

achieve. It doesn't necessarily mean condoning 

the actions of others or forgetting what 

happened. Instead, it's about choosing to let go 

of the negative emotions and finding a path 

toward healing, freedom, and love. 

 

Finally, let us always remember that we 

Christians are called to bear witness to the 

sequela Christi because our Lord is abounding 

in mercy and compassion.
