Hebrews
4:15-16 Thus fulfilling the prophecy of Isaiah
in the first reading: “he gives his life as an
offering for sin ... [and] through his suffering,
my servant shall justify many, and their guilt
he shall bear.” Isaiah 53:10-11

How many times have we been like James and
John in today’s gospel looking for lofty
positions, desiring respect or acknowledgement
from others, making our authority felt? Can we
hear Jesus saying to us "You know that those
who are recognized as rulers over the
Gentiles lord it over them, and their great
ones make their authority over them felt. But
it shall not be so among you. Anyone among
you who aspires to greatness must serve the
rest; whoever wants to rank first among you
must serve the needs of all.” Mark 10:42-45
All through His life and actions, Jesus models
this way of life for us. A life of loving, giving
and service generously poured out without the
thought of personal cost. Itis only by God’s
grace that we can offer gifts of self and
compassion. So we pray “ever-living God,
grant that we may always serve [You in one
another with] sincerity of heart.” Prayer for
today’s Mass

By realizing that all we do, all we are and all we
hope to become is God'’s gift of grace in us.
Now the refrain for today’s responsorial psalm
“Lord, let your mercy be on us, as we place
our trust in you” sings in our hearts as we
continue to rely on God’s continuous love,
support and grace in our lives.
